e Starting in the 2023-24 school year, Ashland Park-Robbins Elementary will
become a PK-5 school.
o The majority of Ashland Park-Robbins Elementary grade six students will
transition to the new Bluestem Middle.
o Grade six students living in the northeastern portion of the boundary will
continue to be assigned to Norris Middle.
