Guidelines for attendance to Burke High Homecoming Dance: 
This year, we are implementing guidelines for attending our Homecoming dance that 
support our focus on maintaining good attendance and behavior in school. Students 
who have missed more than 2 days of unexcused absences of school on or before 
September 19 will not be eligible to purchase a ticket to attend our dance. An 
unexcused absence from school is an absence when no one has contacted the school, 
or the school has been unable to confirm the reason for the absence, or our school has 
not confirmed the reason for the absence. Parents and/or guardians should contact our 
attendance office to notify the school of student absences at 531-299-2619 or 
email Burke-attendance@ops.org 
In addition, students who have received an out-of-school suspension from August 18 
through September 19 will not be eligible to purchase a ticket to attend our dance. 
The single most important factor contributing to student achievement is school 
attendance and behavior. Burke High School strongly believes that daily attendance and 
positive behavior is critical to academic success and social and emotional well-being. 
Students are expected to be in school regularly, on time and remain present the entire 
day.

If you need a late bus and ride a bus to school, please stop by the AP office before 1:00

The first 3 rows in the parking lot are off limits to students. The staff have been painted 
white, and students are yellow. Tickets will be given out if you park in these rows. 

Students 
need to sign up for late bus if they are not car-riders before 1 pm. Late buses work for 
students with buses only. 
If you are in a club, sports or tutoring after school and need a bus home remember to 
sign up for a bus ride home in the AP office before 1 PM daily. 
 
TWA-North Cafeteria 
A brief reminder about our Transportation Waiting Area (TWA) that has been a trusted 
expectation for seven years. This is even more important during cold weather: 
The Transportation Waiting Area (TWA) is a safe place for all students who are waiting 
for a ride after 3:05 p.m. and students released from activities prior to 5 p.m. Students 
will treat TWA as a study hall. Students should report directly to TWA to wait for a ride. 
Students will wait in TWA until their ride is here and exit the building using the east 
circle drive doors. Students who choose to leave the building, instead of checking in to 
TWA, will not be readmitted to the building. All students remaining at Burke High 
School after 3:05pm should be supervised by a coach, sponsor, teacher, or report to
