Most Important Ttems:

o *Headphones or earbuds* - we STRONGLY encourage each student fo have their Qg
own headphones: this wil help them immensely in tThe classroom! We do NOT have ‘

many exfras for kids, so it can be difficult if they don't have their own

o 2 wide ruled composition notebooks - for reading class

o 3-Ydglue sticks - we use glue sticks a fair amount for various classroom projects, '
offten in social studies and science ‘
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Recommended Ttems:

o *Stylus pen for IPads* - we write and highlight a lof on our iPads. so having @
stylus makes this MUCH ecsier for students!

o IPad Charging Cord - sometimes the kids' iPads run low on power and our ability fo
charge them in the classroom is limited. so it's good fo have a cord with you




o Hand sanitizer - the district provides hand sanitizer for each classroom. but @
small personal hand sanifizer would be excelent

Extras:

o I'hand-held pencil sharpener (with a cover for the shavings) - there are very
imited aufomatic pencil sharpeners in the classrooms, so a qudiity. hand-held
sharpener is especialy helpful when your lead brecks during class (or at home)

o |package of erasers - hand-held erasers are helpful because many fimes the
ones on the pencis are small and they are used up before the pencil is used up

o Markers and/or colored pencils - we use these quite a bit in the classroom (kids
can use one or the other..or bothl)

o Box of crayons - OPS will supply a 24-crayon box. but if you want alarger

selection. you can purchase a bigger box

Dry Erase Markers - We use dry erase markers during smal group in math class
